Cash Against Document(CAD)凭单付现 ==付款交单D/P
Cash against documents is a very loose term, which sometimes creates confusions and ambiguities. If a Chinese exporter intends to receive payment in Beijing, unless he expressly stated that the cash should be paid against documents in Beijing, the buyer will not arrange for cash to be remitted to Beijing. Usually the documents are sent through the exporter’s bank to importer’s bank in a foreign country where payment is made against the documents. The payment for the shipment will be remitted back to Beijing to the exporter. 

Open Account 记账
The procedure of this term is rather simple. The exporter dispatches the goods; prepares all the documents (mainly the commercial invoice); sends both the goods and documents to the customer, where title to the goods passes from seller to buyer from the moment; and then waits for payment. The payment is not made at the time when the goods are delivered or when the documents are presented, but at the time specified in the contract. On the due date, it is up to the customer to arrange payment, so it is a good idea to arrange with each customer to remit this payment by cable Transfer, or Telegraphic Transfer to the exporter’s bank, quoting the bank code, full name and address and account number.
Typical arrangements are:

------net monthly account

------open account, 90 days from arrival of the goods;

------open account,90 days from invoice date

------- open account ,cash within 30 days ,1%discount.

Cash With Order (or CWO)订单付现
Nearly all the exporters desire to use this term—cash with order, which is ideal for avoiding credit risk usually on small orders from new customers, or when there is doubt about foreign exchange availability. With this method of payment, the money is received before the goods are delivered and so no risk is involved. But it is unlikely this method can be used unless the products being sold is in heavy demand. There may also be cases where specialized goods are custom-made. Payment may be made by check, banker’s draft, or Mail Transfer or Telegraphic Transfer.
Cash on Delivery 货到付现
This term is used where small-value goods are exported and sent via post office. The goods are only released to the buyer against payment of the invoiced amount plus COD charges. The usual practice abroad is for the local post office to advise the customer of the arrival of a parcel and to ask him to come to collect it against payment in full. 

Advance Payment预付款
In trading heavy machinery and equipment, the vendor usually requests the purchaser to make a certain percentage of advance payment. The buyer will effect an advance payment against a bank guarantee. In case the exporter should fail to deliver the goods as contracted, the bank will irrevocably undertake to repay to the buyer upon receipt of the buyer’s written demand. The bank’s guarantee will come into force upon receipt of the advance payment made by the importer in favor of the buyer’s written demand. The bank’s guarantee will come into force upon receipt of the advance payment made by the import in favor of the exporter and its validity expires upon completion of delivery of the contracted goods.
Installment Payment分期付款
It is a common practice that the exporter requests the importer to pay in several lots.
