Brief Statements Based on the Unit     

There are different ways of learning in China and in the West. Howard Gardner, a professor of education at Harvard University gives his thoughts on different approaches to learning in China and the West. In the West parents let the children learn independently and seek out knowledge actively. They may help during the process, but they don’t expect to spoon-feed them with knowledge. In China parents teach their children by holding their hands.

They are free to decide what they are going to learn and attend lessons and how much to study.. Students are treated an individuals first and students second . The students are expected to be responsible for what they do. The teacher help the students to develop ability to learn on their own.

     Teachers are always teachers and controllers. Students are told what to do. Students closely follow teachers’ instructions in their study. The teacher teach students specific subjects and things. Consider basic skills first and then creativity.

--suggest synonyms for “virtual world”;(cyberspace, cyberia, etherworld, virtual reality, Internet world, networld, etc.)

1) Ss dictate the following paragraph:

For the past two weeks, other participants of the Net Survival Contest(网络生存竞赛)and I have been shut up in bare hotel rooms. Our only link to the real world has been a computer that is hooked up to the Internet(联网电脑).We have relied on it, not only for food, bed sheets and other daily necessities, but also to set up an e-business(电子商务)of our own.

symptom: a)sign of the existence of sth. bad

Example: High interest rates are a symptom of a weak economy.

Example: If the symptoms persist, it is important to go to your doctor.

Example: Mary performed better than the others in the final exam; but then, she spent much longer on it than they did.

  Example: You can’t see the president of the university unless you make appointment.
4. Guide Ss through Structure Exercise 2(“find oneself +adj./past participle/present participle”). (P114)

Step 3 Post-reading activities (for the third two periods)

 1. Computer-related vocabulary items

a) Ss scan Text A to find out vocabulary items related to computer and the Internet. (They are: virtual life, the net, telecommuter, email,  Internet mailing lists, computer-assisted, data, link, cyber-interaction, on line, system crash, click on the modem, connection, password)

b) Tell Ss that new terms related to computer and the Internet are constantly added to the English vocabulary, so much so that many of them are not included in any English dictionary. However, if we apply certain rules, their meanings are easy to deduce.

c) Give Ss more examples of computer-related vocabulary items. For example:

The whole unit of Unit 6 The Last Leaf will tell you a true story. When Johnsy was seriously ill, she seemed to lose heart to live on. And Also the doctor held out little hope for her. Her friends seemed helpless. At that moment, an old painter saved Johnsy’s life at the cost of his own life. It will be taught in five periods. Listening, Discussion and speaking will be dealt with in the first, second period. In the beginning, the students are asked to listen to a passage“ Human virtues” . aversion: a strong feeling of not liking sb/sth (followed by with)
Examples:  He had an aversion to getting up early.

He took an immediate aversion to his new teacher.

conflict: ~ (with sth) if two ideas, beliefs, stories, etc. conflict, it is not possible for them to exist together or for them both to be true

    Examples: Our findings conflict with the results of the government’s survey.

             Personal ethics and professional ethics sometimes conflict.
proposal: 

a. a formal suggestion or plan; the act of making a suggestion 

Examples: His proposal that the system should be changed was rejected. 
They judged that the time was right for the proposal of new terms for the trade agreement.
b. an act of formally asking sb to marry you 

in the name of: for the reason of; using the excuse of; as the representative of
    Examples: They arrested him in the name of the safety of the country.

Let me thank you in the name of my parents.                   

distinguish: recognize the difference (between)

Examples: At what age are children able to distinguish between right and wrong?
  English law clearly distinguishes between murder and manslaughter. 

if costless: if those things don’t cost much

regardless: in spite of everything; anyway.
        Examples: The weather was terrible but we carried on regardless.
We warned them that there wasn’t time to get to the top of the mountain and back before dark, but they went on regardless.

fundamental: of the basis or foundation of sth. (followed by to)


    Examples: There are fundamental differences between your religious beliefs and mine.
combat: to stop sth unpleasant or harmful from happening or from getting worse
        Examples: Many politicians emphasized the importance of combating international terrorism.


Doctors are still seeking ways to combat AIDS.               

atmosphere 

a.  the mixture of gases that surrounds the earth (used in the singular) 

Examples: The treaty bans nuclear testing in the atmosphere.

                 Astronomers have breached the powerful armor of the earth's atmosphere.
b.  feeling in the mind that is created by a group of people or a place. 

Examples: The atmosphere was reminiscent of spy movies.
            Atmosphere over dinner was warm and friendly.
reality: real or true situations

     Examples: We must face up to reality and accept that we’ve failed.

They say that the economy is already coming out of the recession, but the reality is that there has been no improvement at all.

consequence: the result or effect of an action or condition

Examples: An economic crisis may have tremendous consequences for our global security.

There may be serious consequences for the country if the peace talks fail.

melt: (a solid) to become liquid

Examples: The ice-cream has melted in the sun.

The temperature is high enough to melt iron.

…empty breadbaskets: shortage of food supply because no crops will grow in the areas which used to provide a lot of food.

urgent: calling for immediate action

Examples: After the earthquake, there was an urgent need for food and medicines.

He was injured in the car accident and needed urgent medical attention.

universal: of, belonging to, affecting or done by all people or things in the world or in a particular group

Examples: AIDS has become a universal disease.

Human being have to face up to the universal thread of pollution.

The Harry Potter books have been of universal interest.

call for: require; demand

Examples: Faced with the thread of a civil war, the President has called for self-control and calm.

The teaching profession calls for a lot of practice.

on the grounds of/on…grounds: for reasons of

Examples: She is suing the company on the grounds of unfair dismissal.

John was not employed by the company on the grounds of his age.

Teaching Process

resistance: opposition (followed by to)

Examples: There is strong resistance to the plan for a new chemical plant in the area.

Any attempt to influence our decision will be met with the strongest resistance.

vote: express one’s choice in favor of (a person, political party, etc.) at an election ( used in the pattern: vote on something; vote for/against)

Examples: If we can’t agree with each other about the plan, let’s vote on it.

They will vote for George Bush, I think.

The board of school has voted by an overwhelming majority to suspend its curriculum reform.

run/go against the grain: be contrary to one’s feeling or desire (followed by of something/to do something)

Examples: It really goes against the grain to have to go to school on National Day.

Privatization goes against the grain of the principle of opposition to private ownership of industry.

contemporary: current; modern

Examples: She has worked in both classical and contemporary dance.

I like my furniture to be in a contemporary style.

worship: feel great love and admiration for (someone/something), esp to such an extent that one can’t see their/its fault

Examples: Being competent and learned, he was worshiped by his students.

Humans have worshipped the sun throughout ages.

to the point of: to a degree that can be described as

Examples: The salesman’s manner was abrupt to the point of rudeness.

To accomplish the task, the employer worked his staff to the point of exhaustion.

excess: more than the reasonable degree or amount of something

Examples: Children are not allowed to see the film as there is an excess of violence in it.

He smoked like a chimney. It was the excess of cigarettes that cause his death.

nothing more than: just the same as; only

Examples: Don’t be scared. It’s nothing more than a nightmare.

You needn’t report to him. He is nothing more than a clerk.

current: occurring in or existing at the present time

Examples: In comparison to the former ones, Coca-Cola’s current advertising campaign is more attractive and effective.

The current economic situation is very different from that in 1990.

debate: discussion or agreement in which people express their different opinions (followed by on/about)

Examples: There has been much debate about cloning of human beings.

An intense debate on cease-fire talks with the Palestinians was going on within the Israeli government.

The United Nations Security Council will debate the issue of Afghanistan today.

rage: continue with great force; be intense

Examples: Price inflation still rages although the government has taken some measures to tackle the problem.

Street fighting raged all over the city.

work one’s way: manage to reach or go through; make efforts to attain one’s goal

Examples: As my family couldn’t pay that much for me to go to school, I have to work my way through law school.

The board are still working their way through the application forms.

come through: experience; survive or overcome (a difficulty, etc.)

Examples: It’s a miracle that some of the people working in the World Trade Center came through the terrorist attack.

The Chinese football team was in trouble at the beginning of the match but in the end it came through.

If we can come through this financial crisis the company’s future will be bright.

in part: to some extent; partly

Examples: His failure was due in part to his laziness.

Whether you will be sent to Yale University for further study depends in part on how well you perform in the exam.

ridiculous: absurd

Examples: It is ridiculous to spend all her salary buying the so-called antique.

It is ridiculous that they should want to wait tent hours just to have a look at their favorite film star.

deny: 

a. refuse to grant or allow (used in the pattern: deny someone something)

Examples: The kid was denied the chance of going to school.

His ex-wife denied him access to children.

b. state something is not true (used in the pattern: deny something; deny that; deny doing something)

Examples: When the police asked her neighbors questions, they all denied ever having seen her.

In court the suspect denied that he had been involved in the robbery.

…as much as the next man: as much as the average person as good, well, etc. as the next man: as good, well, etc. as the average person

Examples: I can enjoy a joke as well as the next man, but this joke is going too far.

similarly: in a similar way

Examples: He was late and his girlfriend was similarly delayed.

Twins often dress similarly.

But it is no more than that: But its importance should not be exaggerated.

distinction: difference (followed by between)

Examples: It’s hard to draw a distinction between popular and serious literature.

There’s no distinction between courage and bravery.

In their education proposals they made a clear distinction between academic and practical training.

bind: tie or fasten; tie together

Examples: The criminal bound the woman’s hands together behind her back.

When the police rushed into the room, they found that all the hostages had been bound and left in the corner.

accommodation: the process of adapting; adjustment

Examples: Mutual accommodation is of importance especially to newly married couples.

It is necessary to seek accommodation from both sides in the dispute.

threat: a danger that something might happen to someone (followed by to/from/of/against)

Examples: There have been death threats against the witnesses.

The hurricane canter warns people not to take the threat of tropical storms lightly.

The President said that he would stand firm and not give in to the threats from terrorists.

fatal: causing death; bringing in ruin

Examples: Doctor said the patient was suffering from a fatal disease.

He had a fatal mistake of giving her his telephone number.
