– March 14, 1969

Married Yoko Ono. 

– November 25, 1969

Lennon returned his MBE in peace protest.

– December 8, 1980

Shot dead outside his apartment in the Dakota building in New York City. The killer was a crazed fan, Mark Chapman, who had recently obtained Lennon’s autograph(亲笔签名).

What is the relationship between Baker and Doris? Why?
(Doris was Baker’s sister or his female cousin. Two reasons for that: 
- Doris is a female name;
- The author mentioned “none of the adults ...” which shows that they were still children, not adults.)

I was preparing myself for a command to report to Mr. Fleagle immediately after school for discipline when I saw him lift my paper from his desk and knock for the class’s attention. (Para. 6)
1) Paraphrase this part of the sentence: I was prepared … for discipline.
(I was ready for Mr. Fleagle’s order to see him soon after school for the purpose of punishing me ...)
2) Why did Baker think he would be punished?
(Because to his mind, this time he had violated the rules of formal composition.)
3) What’s the function of the word “when” in the sentence?
(The word “when” here doesn’t mean “at or during the time that” (当…时). Instead, it means “and then” (在那时).
More examples:
- He had just drifted off to sleep when the bell rang.
- I was about to ask after his wife when I suddenly remembered that they were getting a divorce.)
In the eleventh grade, at the eleventh hour as it were, I had discovered a calling. (Para. 9)

- The police had anticipated trouble from the soccer fans and were at the ground in large numbers.
- 他们预测到2012年死于艾滋病的人数将增加一倍。(They anticipate that deaths from AIDS will have doubled by 2012.)
N.B. 该动词所接的宾语可以是动名词，不可用不定式代替。
- We anticipate running into problems in carrying out the medical welfare reform.
- We anticipate hearing from you again.
tedious: adj.  boring and lasting for a long time
- The movie was so tedious that many viewers left before it was over.
- Laura found George to be tedious and decided not to see him anymore.
inspire: vt.  fill (sb.) with confidence, eagerness, etc.
- Martin Luther King, Jr.’s speeches inspired people to fight for equal treatment of African Americans.
- The last leaf on the tree that never fell off inspired the dying patient with the will to live on.
Collocation:
inspire sth. in sb .(= inspire sb. with sth.) 使某人产生某种感情；激发某人的某种感情
rigid: adj.  (often disapproving) fixed in behavior; based on correct or accepted rules
- 如果他从前对事情不那么严格苛刻的话，他女儿就不会这么年轻就离家出走了。(If he had been a little less rigid about things, his daughter would not have left home at such a young age.)
- The rigid headmaster would button up his clothes even on the hottest days.
severe: adj.
1) completely plain
- The widow wore a severe black dress to her husband’s funeral.
- 海明威以其朴实的写作风格而闻名于世。(Hemingway is known for his severe writing style.)
2) stern; strict
- Only those who have undergone severe training can be accepted into the air force.
- Fu Lei was so severe with his son that even his wife would cry.
3) causing very great pain, difficulty, worry, etc.
- The severe chest pain experienced by the Vice-President proved to be a heart attack.
- 工厂必须生产出更新更好的产品，才能在激烈的商业竞争形势中获胜。(A factory must turn out newer and better products to win in the climate of severe business competition.)
CF: severe, stern & strict

severe 作“严厉”解时，可以用来形容人（severe father 严厉的父亲），人的面貌（severe look 严厉的神色），人的态度（The teacher is severe with his students. 教师对学生很严厉。）。
stern 与 severe 相近，但用途比较窄，一般用于人的容貌或态度。例如：a stern father 和 a severe father 都可以用，但含义稍有不同：a severe father指对于子女有严厉的要求，积极的意义较多；a stern father 则指对子女不含温情，要他们服从，消极的意味较多。 
strict 相当于汉语的 “严格的”，须先假定有一种客观的标准（如规章、纪律、定义、真理等）。例如：
- The teacher is strict with his students.

- There is a strict regulation against smoking in the auditorium.

tackle: vt.  deal with

- Toshiba (东芝) recently designed a robot that can tackle almost any kinds of housework.

- The question set by the teacher was so difficult that the pupils did not know how to tackle it.

face up to:  be brave enough to accept or deal with (a problem or difficulty)

- Yeltsin faced up to the fact that he was no longer fit for the Russian presidency and resigned on New Year’s Eve.

- 既然你女儿已经诞生了，你就要承担起做父亲的责任。(Now that your daughter was born, you’ll have to face up to the responsibilities of being a father.)
sequence: n.  connected line of events, ideas, etc.

- 连续的歉收（bad harvest）迫使一些非洲国家请求外国援助（foreign aid）。(A sequence of bad harvests forced some African countries to ask for foreign aid.)
- The Fall of the Roman Empire was written in historical sequence.

CF: sequence & series

sequence 是指“先后衔接的次序”。这种次序可以是历史性的，即事态发生时的先后次序；也可以是逻辑性的，即论点先后的衔接，相当于汉语的“语无伦次”中的“伦次”。例如：
- I have a poor memory for dates and often mix up the sequence of events. (我记日期的能力很差，常把事情的先后次序弄混。)
- Your argument lacks logical sequence, for your second point does not follow the first. (你的论据缺乏逻辑顺序，因为你的第二点与第一点衔接不上。)

series 是指“系列”、“组”，可以有先后衔接的次序，也可以没有，但一系列或一组的东西一定自成一个完整的单位。例如：
- Professor Li will give a series of lectures on the Middle East issue. (李教授将就中东问题做一系列的讲座。)
- The post office has issued a series of stamps commemorating the Olympic Games. (邮政局发行了一组纪念奥运会的邮票。)

remind 指“使某人想起”，“提醒”，宾语是人。具体用法如下：
1) 接宾语；               
2) 接宾语+of+宾语；
3) 接宾语+不定式；
4) 接宾语+that-clause。              
例如：
1) If I forget it, please remind me. (如果我忘了，请提醒我。)
2) This reminds me of last year. (这使我想起去年的事。)
3) Remind me to write to my Mom. (提醒我给妈妈写信。)
4) The sight of the clock reminded me that I was late. (看到钟我想起自己迟到了。)
argument: n.

- Mary found that compromise was always the best policy when she had an argument with her husband.

- There are many arguments against smoking.

- The president’s speech is really brilliant. Do you think it was composed by himself or by someone else?

- John Lennon composed the song Beautiful Boy for his son.

CF: compose, consist of, comprise & constitute

这组动词的一般含义为“组成”或“构成”。
compose 常见于被动语态，构成 be composed of 的结构，表示“由…构成”；在用于主动语态时,一般包含着“融合为一”的意思，而且主语或者是复数名词或者是集体名词。例如：
- Concrete is composed of cement, sand and gravel mixed with water. (混凝土由水泥、沙、石子与水掺和而成。)
- England, Scotland and Wales compose the island of Great Britain. (英格兰、苏格兰和威尔士构成大不列颠岛。)
consist of 意为“由…构成”，强调结果是一个统一整体。例如：
- New York City consists of five boroughs. (纽约市由五个行政区组成。)
comprise 可表示“由…构成”；也可表示“构成”。例如：
- The committee comprises men of widely different views. (这个委员会由见解甚为殊异的人组成。)
- Fifty states comprise the United States. (美国由50个州组成。)
constitute 的主语可以是复数名词也可以是单数名词，所“构成”的事物在属性和特征上，亦或在组织上，与组成成分是一致的。例如：
- Seven days constitutes a week. (七天构成一个星期。)

- He was ordered to write a full report on the matter. (他奉命写一篇关于那件事的详细报告。)
what’s more:  in addition; more importantly

- Ms. Stewart manages a successful business and gives a weekly TV cooking show. What’s more, she has already published three books on gardening.

-你怎么会爱上这个人。他整天看电视，更有甚者，他好像几个月没刷牙了！(How can you love this man? He watches TV all day long, and what’s more, he seems not to have brushed his teeth for months!)
hold back: 

1) prevent the expression of (feelings, tears, etc.)

- Johnny cried bitterly in the classroom, not even attempting to hold back the tears.

2) make sb. or sth. stop moving forward

- The men built banks of earth to hold back the rising flood water.

3) prevent the development of

- You could become a good musician, but your lack of practice is holding you back.

4) keep (sth.) secret

- 把事情全告诉我，不要隐瞒任何细节。(Tell me about it — don’t hold anything back.)
avoid: vt.  keep or get away from (usu. followed by noun / gerund)

- The little boy who had broken a neighbor’s window ran away to avoid punishment / being punished.

- 我横穿马路以便避开他，但他看到了我并朝我跑过来。(I crossed the street to avoid meeting him, but he saw me and came running towards me.)
NB:

英语中有些动词或词组后面只能跟名词或动名词，不能跟不定式，如：avoid，deny，enjoy，escape，finish，mind，miss，postpone，suggest，feel like，give up，put off 等，我们在使用中要特别注意。
CF: avoid & escape

两词均有“避”的意思。
avoid 指“（有意识地）躲避”不愉快的或可能发生的危险或情况，而不是“逃避”实际的威胁。例如：
- He deliberately avoided seeing me. (他故意回避我。)
- The danger can be avoided if we lay our plans carefully. (如果我们计划定得周密，危险就可以避免。)

Wait some time and proof-read your letter again before sending it.

Valedictorian & Valediction

I. Definition

Valedictorian: 

“Valedictorian” refers to the student who has received the best marks all the way through school, and usually makes a speech at the graduation ceremony. The title of class valedictorian is common in educational institutions in the United States and Canada, and its equivalent in Australia, New Zealand, and Scotland is “dux”.

Valediction: 

Valediction is also called valedictory address. It is the closing or farewell statement delivered at a graduation ceremony. It is an oration (正式演说) at commencement exercises (毕业典礼) in U.S. high schools, colleges, and universities delivered by one of the graduates.

II. Origin

In his diary for 1759, the Reverend Edward Holyoke, president of Harvard College, noted that “Officers of the Sophisters chose Valedictorian.” Made up of suitably solemn words from Latin, “valedictorian” simply means “farewell sayer.”

Twenty years later, there was a record of a valedictory speech at the College of New Jersey in Princeton by one of the six graduating students. The practice spread to colleges and schools throughout the land, so that now it is customary everywhere to appoint the student with the highest academic standing as valedictorian to speak at graduation ceremony.

I. Rainbow — the Famous Australian Town

Rainbow is a town in northwest Victoria, Australia, 400 kilometers from Melbourne. At the 2006 census, Rainbow had a population of 650. In 1898 a railway line was extended to a projected town site, Rainbow Rise, named after a sand mound (沙丘) covered with wild flowers in the shape of a rainbow. The town serves a large area focused largely on farming. Travelling down the main street of Rainbow, with its attractive street and palm trees, one gets the feeling that little has changed in the town in the last 40 or 50 years. 
II. Burn off the Weeds

Burning off weeds can be an excellent method of controlling large areas of weed growth, on vacant or rural land. It can be dangerous though if not done properly and under the right weather conditions. Before you burn, check with local regulations to make certain it is legal in your area. Never use fire on windy or very hot days. Never burn more than you can control easily with manpower and water available. Mow fire breaks before commencing a large burn to confine the operation to a series of small burns. Wear full clothing (e.g. firm boots, overalls and a hat); and have a first aid kit on hand. Above all, check with the local fire brigade before burning.

The Depression struck many other countries as well, particularly Germany, Japan, and Britain. In the early 1930s millions of people lost their jobs, and millions of businesses and banks failed. President Franklin D. Roosevelt’s New Deal policies improved the situation, but the Great Depression did not come to an end until World War II when industrial production for the war increased.

I. Mortgage

Mortgage is an agreement to have money lent, especially to buy a house or land, with the house or land belonging to the lender until the money is repaid. It enables a person to buy a house without having enough money to pay for it completely. If the borrower fails to repay the loan, the lender may force the sale of the house to recover the amount of the loan. 

II. How to Get a Mortgage

A borrower can get a mortgage from a bank, credit union, or other lender. Most lenders require the borrower to have a certain amount of money to use as a down payment. For example, if an individual wants to buy a home priced at $50,000 and the lender requires a down payment of $2,000, the individual will apply for a loan of $48,000 to pay for the difference. Payments for the loan are usually made monthly. The life of the mortgage can be 15, 20, 30, or even 40 years.

I. A Brief Introduction

A Brief Guide to Writing Narrative Essays

Narrative writing tells a story. In essays the narrative writing could also be considered reflection or an exploration of the author’s values told as a story. The important aspect to remember is that you should have a story. In a successful narrative essay, the author usually makes a point. 
Features

1) The story should have an introduction that clearly indicates what kind of narrative essay it is (an event or recurring activity, a personal experience, or an observation), and it should have a conclusion that makes a point. 

2) The essay should include anecdotes. The author should describe the person, the scene, or the event in some detail. It’s okay to include dialogue as long as you know how to punctuate it correctly and as long as you avoid using too much. 

3) The occasion or person described must be suggestive in that your description and thoughts lead the reader to reflect on the human experience. 

4) The point of view in narrative essays is usually first person. The use of “I” invites your readers into an intimate discussion.   

5) The writing in your essay should be lively and show some style. Try to describe ideas and events in new and different ways. Avoid using clichés. Again, get the basic story down, get it organized, and in your final editing process, work on word choice.

II. A Sample Essay

Henry’s Big Break
My great-grandfather, Henry A. Benson, is the most famous person in our family. He rose from delivering newspapers in his small hometown of Cross Plains, Texas, to becoming the editor in chief of one of the biggest papers in the state. He tells many stories about his days as a reporter, but his favorite one takes place on a late spring afternoon in 1941. That’s the day great-granddad got his big break.

Inside the offices of the Center State Chronicle, 15-year-old Henry took a deep breath. He stuffed his hands into the pockets of his worn-out jeans so that the paper’s editor, Mr. Walsh, wouldn’t see how nervous he felt.

      “Mr. Walsh,” Henry said, “I’ve delivered your paper for three years now. I’ve never missed one day. If you make me a reporter, I won’t let you down.”

      “Henry,” Mr. Walsh replied, “there’s a big difference between being a delivery boy and being a reporter. Maybe after you’ve finished school.” 

Trying not to let his disappointment show, Henry left the newspaper office. What was he going to do? He got his battered bicycle and pedaled across town toward home. Near an old bridge, Henry saw skid marks on the pavement. Tire tracks showed where a car had recently left the road. Henry spotted a sedan lying at the bottom of the ravine.

Henry flagged down a passing car to fetch an ambulance. Then he scrambled down the ravine. The car’s right front tire was shredded, which must have been why the car ran off the road. The driver lay slumped over the steering wheel. He was a middle-aged man wearing a rumpled brown suit. 

“Are you all right?” Henry asked the man.

“… Can’t move my right arm,” the driver mumbled.

Henry tried to talk to the injured man to keep him awake, but the man passed out anyway. Henry understood the seriousness of the situation and stayed with the man until an ambulance came. Only when the man was safely on his way to the hospital did it occur to Henry that the accident was newsworthy. Maybe this was the story that could make him a real reporter!

He raced home and typed up an account of the accident. Then he pedaled as fast as he could back to the Chronicle offices. Editor Walsh ran the story and began to realize that Henry had the right stuff to become a reporter. 

In the years that followed, my great-grandfather learned to be a great reporter. Later, he became one of the most respected newspaper editors in Texas. No matter how famous he became, though, he always loved to tell about the day he got his big break. His story still inspires me whenever I think about what kind of job I would really love.

Illegal immigration to the United States refers to the act of foreign nationals voluntarily resettling in the United States in violation of U.S. immigration and nationality law.

Medical Education in the United States 

Medical education in the United States includes educational activities involved in the education and training of medical doctors (D.O. or M.D.), from entry-level training through to continuing education of qualified specialists.

Alcoholic, the parent of all addictive words, has been with us for over a century. It was first attested in 1891. 

In the 1960s, someone had the idea of taking “-holic” as a suffix meaning “addict”, and a whole new category of addictions followed. One of the first and most important is “workaholic”, which was announced in the 1968. The appearance of “workaholic” in a book named Confessions of a Workaholic in 1971 propelled that term and prompted many writers to start using the suffixes “-aholic”, “-holic”, or “-oholic” to describe “all-consuming obsessions,” not all of them so serious.

In the 1970s, if not obsessed with work, we could be addicted to play, as in golfaholic, footballaholic, basketball-oholic, or just plain leisureholic; to foods, as in beefaholic, or ice creamaholic; and to substances, as in mariholic for marijuana, and tobaccoholic. An American could be a book-oholic, note-oholic, or phone-oholic. Other obsessions for which authors coined terms with “-aholic” in the 1970s include worry, news, credit, punning, shopping, and junk.

He was the one who tried to grab at his father, and tried to mean enough to him to keep the man at home. (Para. 11)
Why did Phil’s youngest son try to “grab at his father”?
(The workaholic Phil never paid enough attention to the growth and education of his youngest son. His son longed for his love and care.)
You could have picked him out in a minute from a lineup. (Para. 14)
What can you infer from the sentence?
(Based on the use of police lineups from which a victim identifies a criminal, this is used metaphorically to emphasize how easy it is to identify Phil.)
So when he finally worked himself to death, at precisely 3:00 A.M. Sunday morning, no one was really surprised. (Para. 15)
Why does the author repeat “finally and precisely” three times in the passage?
(The tone of this essay is bitter and sarcastic. It is achieved mainly by the choice of words and selection of details, which are otherwise considered unnecessary for the occasion.)

St. Valentine’s Story

Valentine was a priest living in Rome during the third century. At that time, Rome was ruled by an emperor named Claudius. He wanted to have a big army and expected men to volunteer to join. However many men just did not want to fight in wars. They did not want to leave their wives and families. This made Claudius very angry. He thought that if men were not married, they would not mind joining the army. So Claudius banned marriage even engagement from his empire. But Valentine would keep on performing marriage ceremonies secretly. He was caught by the soldiers at a wedding, and was thrown into prison and beheaded.

Valentine fell in love with the daughter of his jailer when he was in prison. Before he was taken to his death on February 14, 269 A.D., he signed a farewell message to her, “Love from your Valentine.” That note started the custom of exchanging love messages on Valentine’s Day.

In Wales, wooden love spoons were carved and given as gifts on February 14th. Hearts, keys and keyholes were favorite decorations on the spoons. The decoration meant “You unlock my heart!”

Europeans also believe that Feb. 14th is the day when birds begin to choose their mates. Chaucer, Shakespeare, and numerous other poets mention the tradition in their works. In accordance with the tradition, it is believed that a young girl will be able to tell what type of man she will marry based upon the first bird that she sees on Valentine’s Day. 

If a young girl sees a blackbird, she will marry a clergyman or priest. 

If a young girl sees a robin redbreast, she will marry a sailor or nautical man. 

If a young girl sees a goldfinch (or any yellow bird), she will marry a rich man. 

If a young girl sees a sparrow, she will marry a farmer or country gentleman. 

If a young girl sees a bluebird, she will marry a happy man. 

If a young girl sees a crossbill, she will marry an argumentative man.

If a young girl sees a dove, she will marry a good man.

If a young girl sees a woodpecker, she will have no husband.

If you purchase one, all you have to do is write the name(s) of the recipient(s), the nature of the event, the time, and the date in the blank spaces provided. The informal one, on the other hand, demand more personal creativity. 

II. Tips for Writing Invitations

1) An informal invitation or acknowledgement is written in the same comfortable style and tone that you would use to write an informal letter.

2) Make sure your invitation offers all the information that your recipient needs — the purpose of gathering, the names of recipients, the precise date, time, and place.

3) Generally speaking, informal invitations should be mailed at least two weeks prior to a gathering.

4) In writing an acknowledgement, you should state clearly whether you’ll be there or not. If you are sending your regrets, you should offer a brief explanation of why you can’t come.

5) Your acknowledgement should also repeat the date, and (if appropriate) the place. Time is often mentioned in an informal acceptance.

I. Nursing Home

A nursing home, convalescent home, care home or rest home provides a type of care residents: it is a place of residence for people who require constant nursing care and have significant deficiencies with activities of daily life. Residents include the elderly adults with physical or mental disabilities. Eligible adults, aged 18 or older, can stay in a skilled nursing facility to receive physical, occupational, and other rehabilitative therapies following an accident or illness.
Services provided in nursing homes include services from nurses, nursing aides and assistants; physical, occupational and speech therapists; social workers and recreational assistants; and room and board.

II. Nursing Homes in China

China will face a dramatic transition from a young to an aged society in the coming 30 to 40 years. In 2000, there were 88,110,000 people aged 65 years and older, which represented 7% of the population. This percentage is projected to increase to 23% in 2050. Regarding health and long-term care for older adults, the current challenge is to build a comprehensive system of care for older adults. Nursing home care is an inevitable care model for frail old adults in China, which is largely sponsored by the government of China with contributions from some nongovernment organizations and private investors.

Evolutionary biology

1. Definition

As the dragon is a mythological animal, that leaves the giant panda as the only real animal representative of China.

The giant panda was not even discovered until 1869; it was already a rare animal at that time, living in the high bamboo forests of Sichuan province and neighboring parts of Tibet. The lesser panda is a member of the raccoon (浣熊) family, whereas the giant panda’s classification is still a dilemma: some authorities consider it a member of the bear family while others maintain that it belongs to the raccoon family, too.

Which do you think is the most important for a domestic dog? Why?
1) AGGRESSIVE 

The dog with this type of character is extremely dominant and can easily be provoked into biting. The dominant nature of the dog makes him resist human leadership. This type of dog needs precise guidance and a consistent rigorous training program. These dogs are an excellent choice as guard or police dogs.

2) CONFIDENT 
This pup is dominant and self-assured and can be provoked to bite. However, he readily accepts human leadership that is firm and consistent. This dog responds best to an owner that is determined and decisive and, in the right hands, the confident dog has the potential to be a fine working or show dog. He can easily fit into a household provided his owners know what they are doing.

3) OUTGOING 
A dog with this type of character is friendly and sociable. He will be well adjusted if he receives regular training and lots of exercises. Outgoing dogs have a flexible temperament that adapts well to different types of environments provided he is handled correctly. They can be excellent family pets in the right type of household.

4) ADAPTABLE 
The adaptable dog is easy to handle and cooperative. His submissive nature will have him continually looking to his master for leadership. This pup is easy to train, reliable with children, and though he lacks self-confidence, makes a high quality family pet. He is usually less sociable than an outgoing pup but his behavior is gentle and affectionate.

5) INSECURE 
The insecure dog is extremely submissive and lacking in self-confidence.  He bonds very closely with his owner and requires regular companionship and encouragement to bring him out of himself.  If handled incorrectly, the insecure dog will grow up very shy and fearful. For this reason he will do best in a predictable structured lifestyle with owners who are patient and not overly demanding.

6) INDEPENDENT 
A dog with an independent personality is uninterested in people. He will mature into a dog who is not affectionate and who has small need for human companionship. To perform as intended, these dogs require an odd purpose that is not compromised by strong attachments to their owners.

I. A Brief Introduction to Fable

The term fable refers to a short story in which animals or inanimate objects speak and behave like humans, usually to give a moral point. The term comes from the Latin fabula, “a telling.”

The greatest teller of fables was Aesop. He was believed to be a Greek slave who lived in the 6th century B.C. Another great teller of fables was Jean de La Fontaine. He wrote in France in the 17th century. La Fontaine based many of his fables on those of Aesop. 

Some of their best-known fables are The Lion and the Mouse, The Hare and the Tortoise, The Fox and the Grapes, The Shepherd Boy and the Wolf, The Fox and the Crow, The Dove and the Ant, and The Fox and the Stork. 
    In the Chinese language, some idioms come from fables such as The Frog in the Shallow Well (井底之蛙), His Spear against His Shield (自相矛盾), Making His Mark (刻舟求剑), Ostrich Logic (掩耳盗铃) and Blessing or Bane (塞翁失马).

One good turn deserves another.
It means “善有善报” in Chinese. This saying comes from the fable The Dove and the Ant. In it a dove saves an ant from drowning in a river. Later the ant saves the dove’s life by stinging a hunter in the foot, making him miss his aim at the dove.

Don’t count your chickens before they’re hatched.
It means “蛋未孵别先数小鸡” in Chinese. This saying comes from the fable The Maid and the Pail of Milk. In it a girl carries a pail of milk on her head. She dreams about the eggs she will buy when she sells the milk. The eggs will hatch; then she will sell the chickens. With the money she has earned, she will buy fine clothes for herself. Thinking about the new clothes, the girl becomes so happy that she merrily tosses her head and spills the milk.

i. A Brief Introduction to Adam Smith

Adam Smith (1723~1790): British philosopher and economist

Adam Smith, economist and philosopher (哲学家), was born in Kirkcaldy, Scotland in 1723. At Glasgow University he became a professor of logic (逻辑学) (1751) and moral (道德) philosophy (1752~1763). As a tutor to the Duke of Buccleuch he traveled the Continent from 1764 to 1766. In 1776 he moved to Edinburgh as commissioner (专员) of customs for Scotland. He died there in 1790. He is considered the father of modern economic theory. His famous work The Wealth of Nations points out that labor is the only source of a nation’s wealth.

II. The Wealth of Nations
This is an important work of economic and social theory by Adam Smith, published in 1776. Its full title was An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations. In it he analyzed the relationship between work and the production of a nation’s wealth. His conclusion was that the best economic situation results from encouraging free enterprise (an economic system in which there is open competition in business and trade, and no government control). This idea has had a great influence on economic theories since and it formed the basis of the economic policies of the Conservative government in Britain in the 1980s.

Before Reading >> U.C.L.A.

U.C.L.A. stands for University of California at Los Angeles. It is the largest of eight branches of the University of California. It was established in 1919 and now has about 35,000 students. Maybe because of its location close to Hollywood, the school is known especially for its film studies and the campus is used for some television and movie shoots.

After Reading >> Text Analysis

Beginning
First let’s see the beginning of the three texts. Unit 3 does not reveal the main topic until the third paragraph. In the first two paragraphs the author tries to guide readers through reasoning by which he arrives at his main argument. Unit 7 starts by posing a question — “Do animals have intelligence?” — to which the author then gives a positive answer. Unit 8 begins with an anecdote (短而有趣的故事). 

Body
Then let’s move on to the main part. The main part of Unit 3 provides three solutions to the question of how to educate the public so as to form in them a positive attitude towards science. The main part of Unit 7 provides three examples to prove that some animals are intelligent. The main part of Unit 8 is a fable, which functions to convey the message that education is vital to both the individual and society.

Ending
Finally, let’s see the ending. The last paragraph of both Unit 3 and Unit 7 presents a conclusion. The final part of Unit 8 does not.

I. The SAT

Directions: Listen to several short passages about SAT and then tell the class what you have got about the exam.
1) Definition
The SAT Reasoning Test is a standardized test which is required for college admission by many colleges and universities in the United States. More colloquially, the test is usually just called “the SAT”. As an alternative to the SAT, some colleges allow students to take the ACT, another standardized test, and some schools have an “SAT optional” policy, meaning that students may submit scores, but they are not required. 

2) Development
The first form of the SAT was administered in 1901, when the College Board tested just under 1,000 students. The College Board continues to manage the SAT today, along with an assortment of other standardized tests used in university; the test itself is designed and published by the Educational Testing Service (ETS). Since 1901, the SAT has undergone a number of changes which were designed to streamline the testing process and to compensate for shifts in the education system. As of 2007, the last major SAT overhaul was in 2005, when the ETS retooled the SAT in response to harsh criticism from the University of California system, which considered dropping the test from their admission requirements.

3) Structure
There are three sections in the SAT: 
- Mathematics:
It is divided into three sub-sections. Most of the questions have multiple choice answers, although several questions require test-takers to fill in their numerical answers on an answer sheet. 
- Critical reading:
It requires test-takers to read short passages and fill out the correct responses to multiple choice questions. Students must also be able to fill in the blanks in sentences using a list of word choices, demonstrating vocabulary skills. 

- Writing:
It requires students to write a brief essay, and to respond to questions which test the writing and editing skills of the test-taker.

4) Score  
The current SAT includes three sections, each of which can earn a maximum score of 800 and a minimum score of 200. For the test-taker’s final score, the College Board adds the three scores together; typically, a percentile is included with the score, calculated on the basis of scores from students who took comparable tests. Traditionally, top-flight universities such as the Ivy Leagues have demanded very high SAT scores from their applicants.

It was first administered in fall 1959 by Everett Franklin Lindquist as a competitor to the College Board’s Scholastic Aptitude Test, now the SAT Reasoning Test. Some students who perform poorly on the SAT find that they perform better on the ACT and vice versa. The ACT test has historically consisted of four tests: English, Math, Reading, and Science reasoning. In February 2005, an optional writing test was added to the ACT, mirroring changes to the SAT that took place later in March of the same year. All four-year colleges and universities in the U.S. accept the ACT, but different institutions place different emphases on standardized tests such as the ACT, compared to other factors of evaluation such as class rank, G.P.A., and extracurricular activities.

III. Differences Between the ACT and SAT

The differences between the ACT and SAT are as follows:

1) The ACT is an achievement test, measuring what a student has learned in school. The SAT is more of an aptitude test, testing reasoning and verbal abilities.

2) The ACT has up to five components: English, Mathematics, Reading, Science, and an optional Writing Test. The SAT has only three components: Critical Reading, Mathematics, and a required Writing Test.

3) The College Board introduced a new version of the SAT in 2005, with a mandatory (强制的) writing test. ACT continues to offer its well-established test, plus an optional (可选择的) writing test. You take the ACT Writing Test only if required by the college(s) you’re applying to.

With the recent changes to the content of the SAT math section, the need to save time while maintaining accuracy of calculations has led some to use calculator programs during the test. These programs allow students to complete problems faster than would normally be possible when making calculations manually.

The use of a graphing calculator is sometimes preferred, especially for geometry problems and questions involving multiple calculations. According to research conducted by the College Board, performance on the math sections of the exam is associated with the extent of calculator use, with those using calculators on about a third to a half of the items averaging higher scores than those using calculators less frequently. The use of a graphing calculator in mathematics courses, and also familiarity with the calculator outside of the classroom, is known to have a positive effect on the performance of students using a graphing calculator during the exam.
