非谓语动词的概念：首先，我们知道「英语句子 = 主语 + 谓语」，其次，我们又知道「一个英语句子只能有一个谓语动词」。说的通俗一点，如果把谓语动词比作老虎，那么英语句子就是【一山不容二虎】，绝对不允许两个（或更多）谓语动词同时存在。这时候，问题就来了：如果表达的意思比较复杂，涉及到了多个动作（动词），那英语是不是就要用多个完整独立的句子来分别表达了？当然不需要，英语没有这么白痴。 这时候如果句子中需要出现其它动词，这个动词必须被【降级】，才能和谓语动词同时存在。

总结：一句话，只能有一个谓语动词（简单句）,如果出现多个谓语（复合句），必须分主次，次要的谓语动词要降级。（只有一个老大）通常来讲，有以下几种被降级的方式：

一。 从属连词，例如and,because，although等。

二。从句形态：定语从句和状语从句的关系连词（which，that，when，whatever等）都是降级的标志

三。降为非谓语动词形态（不定式，动词的ing : doing  ；动词的过去分词） ，

1，2，3种办法都让动词变成了树枝的形式，钩搭在【主谓宾】主干上。比如2，从句的形式，，其后的从句虽然拥有自己的主谓宾结构，但这个谓语已经被关系连词降级了，例如定语从句：The boy who is crying said this.
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我们学从句的时候被关系连词搞的晕头转向，不过从树形结构上来看，却很容易理解。你可以把他们理解为一种降级标记：从句中的谓语动词被降级，以树枝的形式存在，关系连词是将树枝钩搭在主干上的钩子。这时候如果漏了关系连词who，句子就会有两个谓语动词同时存在（said和is），违反了一个句子有且仅有一个谓语动词的规则，语法上句子就是错的。第3点也是如此，although，because这些从属连词中的从属二字其实就是降级的意思，即让其后的句子变成从属关系（树枝）。聪明的你看到这里可能也明白了为什么although和but不能连用，因为这样两个句子都被降级，于是全句没有主干了，语法上就不构成一个完整的句子了。从句的结构：降级标志+主谓结构（简单记忆就是“特主动”）
（这也告诉我们应该怎么翻译句子了，翻译三步法：1，找谓语，目的看清结构 要点,识别谓语动词，2. 降级， 目的看清逻辑 要点，结构完整，标志位置（降级标志放在主谓结构的前面）3. 定顺序 目的表达清楚。要点：主干+修饰,主干正着翻译，修饰倒着翻译）

并列连词和从句的形式我们已经讲过了，定语从句。从句顾名思义他还是个句子，只不过他的位置不是在主要的位置，二是从属的位置，所以一说到从句大家要记住他是一个完整的句子，如果不完整了那就是非谓语动词了，既然不是完整的句子那么也就没有连词了，有连词必须跟句子，所以非谓语动词就不能跟连词。）今天主要讲非谓语动词的形式。

我们只需要牢牢把握住两点就能够准确运用非谓语动词：  确定非谓语动词的逻辑主语，并确定它们之间是主动还是被动关系； 明确非谓语动词和主干谓语动词之间的时间关系。

非谓语形式有三种：1、动词不定式：to do  2、动词的ing : doing  3、　动词的过去分词：done 根据另一个ppt进行讲解。
不定式：表示目的和将来；动词的ing：表示主动和进行；过去分词：表示被动和完成。

（三）非谓语动词
非谓语动词包括动词不定式，动词的过去分词和动词的-ing形式三种。这是高考中的热点，其考查量多、面广，几乎是必考的一个知识点。近六年高考复现率达百分之百。纵观试题，其考查重点为动词非谓语形式的作用及功能相同的非谓语动词之间的区别。学生对此知识也“知之半解”，深感头疼。请看下面的方法，将有助于记住不定式及动名词。
1、动词的不定式
①不定式有标记，to与动词连一起。
②没有人称数变化，动词特点它具备。
③主宾定状表补语，唯独作谓不可以。
④not 加上不定式，否定结构要牢记。
⑤疑问词与不定式，构成短语有意义。
⑥仔细推敲多思考，准确判断有依据。
解析：
①“to+动词原形”是它的基本构成形式，即不定式的标记。
②它没有人称和数的变化，不管主语是任何人称，单数还是复数，动词不定式都没有变化。但它仍保留动词的特点，可以有自己的宾语或状语。
③它具有名词、形容词和副词三大特点，所以，它在句中可以作主语、宾语、定语、表语、状语和宾补。
④“not +动词不定式”是它的否定形式，不要受其他否定式的影响，要记住规律。
⑤疑问代词what, who, whom, which和疑问副词where, when, why , how加上不定式在句中可以做主语，宾语、表语、状语。
⑥通过以上分析，只要仔细研究，把不定式的功能用法搞清楚，在应用时就能作出准确的判断。
